(ii) Inventors will be required to pay a non-interest bearing retainer fee per application.  Please see below for details.  The retainer fee should be deposited with the University together with this Invention Disclosure Form and Invention Assignment.  Cheque should be payable to “The Chinese University of Hong Kong” and sent to ORKTS.
(iii) If at any time the inventors cease to make the payment for the patent application, the distribution of gross income attributable to inventors, if any, will be reduced to 25% without accounting for any previous amount paid.  The University will have the right to consider and decide whether to continually support the existing patent application.

(iv) For inventors who have chosen to pay for 100% of a patent application, the application will be deemed to have been approved for filing.

(v) For inventors who have chosen to pay for 50% of a patent application, the normal assessment process and approval will be required before an application can be filed.
(d) For all cases, only law firms appointed by the University to process patent applications should be used and the process should be supervised by ORKTS.
